Community-based
learning is also motivated by the Dbelief that all
communities have intrinsic educational assets and
resources that educators can use to enhance learning
experiences for students. Synonyms include community-
based education, place-based learning, and place-based

education, among other terms.

enable youth and adults to learn what they want to learn
fromm any segment of the community. It may also be
defined as experiential learning where students and
lecturers collaborate with communities to address
problems and issues. Simultaneously both are gaining
knowledge and skills and advancing personal
development. There is an equal emphasis on helping
communities and providing valid learning experience to

students.
